Before the operation – 

Please follow these instructions carefully.


Admission Procedures – 

On arrival at the hospital, please go directly to – 


We would ask that a maximum of 2 people attend with the child. 
Please avoid bringing siblings. 
One parent/legal guardian must attend to sign the consent form.

What to bring with you – 
· All medicine that your child normally takes.

· Loose-fitting pyjamas, slippers and a dressing gown are ideal.  Please do not bring a onesie.  

· Bringing along some of your child’s favourite toys/games/books/comfort items will help to pass the time and keep them calm.

Going home – 

It is sometimes necessary for your child to be kept in the hospital overnight.  If this is the case, one parent or carer can stay too.

Please make sure that you have transport to take them home. Public transport is not acceptable following an anaesthetic. 
Please make sure that you have paracetamol (Calpol®) and Ibuprofen (Nurofen®) at home.  
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Your child can have food and/or milk until  			3am.


Breast milk is allowed until  					5am.





Please encourage your child to drink water or diluting juice in the morning up until coming in to hospital.





The morning operating list starts at 9am. You may have to wait a few hours before their procedure.  
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
